The 2000 Workforce 
Investment Act required the establishment of One-Stop Centers in every state. Services available through 
the One-Stop system include: information about job vacancies, career options, and relevant employment 
trends; instruction on how to conduct a job search, write a resume, or interview with an employer; and 
referral to training programs. The One-Stop system is designed and required to meet the needs of all job 
seekers who want to use the system, including people with disabilities. 
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
