The
application deadline for Fall 2012 is February 10, 2012.

Scholarship funds are eligible for use with NOVA credit classes that can lead to a terminal
degree. The selection criteria will include a) financial need, b) full time or part time student, c¢)
specific fields of study (see above), d) Virginia resident, and e) student must be eligible for
Federal WIA funding support. The scholarships will be selected by the NOVA Student Financial
Aid Committee, on a competitive basis.
